Projections

ÅThe Economic Advisory Committee regularly 
updates projected apportionment payouts for 
use by general agencies in their planning.
ÅThe methodology for estimating payouts involves 

calculating a number of factors including 
inflation, the size of apportionments, growth rate 
of the economy, and changes in the Dow Jones 
Industrial Average.
ÅThe model is regularly examined for its veracity. 

Thus far viable alternative model has not been 
found.
